ADULT TRAINING - CRAFT AND KNIFEWORK DAY

This is a practical day for outdoor and environmental educators, forest school leaders, teachers and anyone working 
with young people and adults in the outdoors who would like to learn some simple weaving techniques and knife 
skills to pass on. Part of the day will be focussing on how to use willow and rush (and other natural materials) for 
various simple craft projects while the other half will focus on how to teach knife skills safely. This will include a 
progression through six cutting techniques using a fixed blade knife and various woodwork projects. All of this will 
be set in the context of mentoring people in nature connection. Come prepared to have fun!
