• Wear strong old clothes
• Wear wellies or other boots that can cope with mud
Please do not bring a knife - 
we have suitable knives to loan when teaching knife skills.

Directions:
From Moretonhampstead: head south on the A382 following the signs for Bovey Tracy 
and Newton Abbot. Pass Thompson’s Haulage Yard on right, then Budleigh Farm on left. 
Go through wiggly road section with Steward Mill on left, then 200m after road straightens 
you will see a stone buttress on left with a layby alongside. Pull into layby and drive up 
onto the disused railway track (now a cycleway) at the bottom of Steward Wood. 
Parking: continue along track/cycleway until you see the area for Visitor Parking.

Please minimise vehicle use either by contacting us for a list of other participants so you 
can arrange lifts or, if you coming from nearby, by walking (25-30 minutes from 
Moretonhampstead) or cycling (10 minutes).
